Appearance: Perennial shrub or tree up to 10 m (13 ft) tall, 
spreading.

Leaves: Alternate, twice divided, pinnae 6–30, leaflets 
10–40; 10–17 mm (0.4–0.7 in) long.

Flowers: Perfect; petals 5, 6–8 mm (0.25–0.35 in) long, 
distinct, pinkish-colored; numerous stamens, 2–3 cm 
(0.75–1 in) long. Looks like a pink powderpuff due to the 
many long stamens.

Fruit: A long, flat pod, 8–15 cm (3–6 in) long, about 2 cm 
(0.75 in) wide.
